State and local government financial managers know that their accounting and 
financial management systems are unique. But how can the differences be explained 
to new personnel? Do program managers understand how their activities fit into 
the big picture? Do auditors of government programs understand the nuances of 
encumbrances, appropriations and allotments?

The Required Foundation Ethics Course for CPAs Registered In 
New York State

On January 26, 2009, Governor Paterson signed into law, as Chapter 651 of the 
Laws of 2008, a bill that significantly changes the regulation and practice of the 
practice of public accountancy in New York.  The law requires that all individuals 
practicing public accountancy or using the title certified public accountant or public 
accountant or the designation CPA or PA must register with the State Education 
Department and meet the Continuing Professional Education (CPE) requirements.  
A registered CPA must complete the required number of CPEs including 4 hours 
of professional ethics.   

This is the foundation course (2 CPEs) and will focus on the New York State 
Education Law, Rules of the Board of Regents and Regulations of the Commissioner 
of Education. It will cover topics including introduction to ethic concepts, 
the psychology of moral development, judgment and values, the sociology of 
professions, virtue and the role of rules of ethics, public expectations of CPA’s 
responsibilities, and ethical dilemmas. The role of the Board of Regents and the State 
Education Department, highlighting New York State law, rules, and regulations, 
including a comparison and contrast to AICPA and New York State Society of CPAs 
ethics rules, and enforcement of rules on ethics will also be covered.

Benefits of the Procurement Card Program 
are reduced processing time, paperwork and handling costs along with a more rapid 
and efficient receipt of goods. In addition, entities can receive rebates for using 
the Card. There are, however, certain inherent risks associated with a Procurement 
Card Program. Specifically, purchases are typically completed before supervision 
and oversight activities can occur. In addition, the selection of the vendor and the 
determination of the reasonableness of the price are left to the cardholder. Some 
have taken advantage of these risks and got caught - hear about the frauds.  Learn 
how the risks can be lessened through training and controls that prevent and identify 
instances of inappropriate or questionable purchases.
